It  is the unique name that ident if ies an 
Internet  site like Òcnn.comÓ or Ònba.com.Ó You must search for a domain 
name by using a lookup tool on a domain name providerÕs website. You 
must then decide on an effect ive domain name based on length, 
relevancy, and usability. After deciding on a domain name, you must 
purchase the domain name through a domain name provider or 
Òregistrar.Ó  
 
The second step in creat ing an effect ive website is choosing a web host . 
A web host  is simply a company that  allows individuals or other 
companies to use their server space to host  web sites. You should 
determine what your needs may be and then search for a solid host ing 
company which can accommodate your needs and has a t rack record of 
good customer support . You then will need to purchase a host ing 
account and Òt ieÓ your account to your domain name.  
 
The third step in creat ing an effect ive website is designing the website. A 
website is a virtual locat ion on the web. When designing a website, it  is 
important  to determine your target  audience and then design for speed, 
quality, and effect iveness. You want to make the website user! f riendly 



and relat ionship oriented. Upon complet ion of the design phase, you will 
then need to publish the website to your host ing account. Having 
designed the website, letÕs take a look at the final step.  
 
The fourth step in creat ing an effect ive website is copywrit ing.  Web is a 
dif ferent  medium then print  and due considerat ion must be given to the 
content and layout of your website.  Your websiteÕs content  is proven to 
be the biggest  factor in search engine ranking. What your website says 
and how it  sells your company influences, not  only your websites 
ÔfindabilityÕ on the internet , but  also if people choose your company. 
Words have power. They can move you to tears, make you laugh, and 
even change your opinions. Advert ising is a million dollar industry simply 
because it  tells the public what to do or what to buy in an effect ive 
manner. Copywrit ing is, in short , advert ising through words.  
 
The final step in creat ing an effect ive website is market ing the website. 
ItÕs a well- known fact  that  the large majority of all Internet  t raff ic comes 
from search engines. It  is necessary to opt imize the website for search 
engines using several techniques. You can penetrate the pages with key 
words and phrases, which people may use when searching for your 
part icular page, insert  elements into the actual HTML code of the page, 
and vary the placement of tex t  in the page. After opt imizing your 
website, you will then need to submit  it  to all the major search engines 
like ÒGoogle,Ó ÒYahoo!,Ó and ÒAltaVista.Ó You can also market  the website 
via t radit ional and nontradit ional means.
